
SNAP Nondiscrimination Statement

Eligible families will receive $95 per eligible month between October 2020 and May 2021 and $187.50 per month for June 
and July 2021.

All children under the age of six in households that had an active SNAP case in any month from October 2020 through July 

   They must have lived in or attended child care in an area where one or more schools or child care facilities were closed or 
operating with reduced attendance or hours. 

How much & when will p-ebt benefits be issued?
o your household’s SNAP Louisiana Purchase EBT cards in multiple payments between

November 23-25 based on eligibility. Eligible children received $95 per eligible month for each month from October 
2020 to May 2021 and $187.50 per month for June and July 2021. Parents can check their case through the “Check My 
Cases” link on their CAFÉ account at www.dcfs.la.gov/CAFE or the LifeInCheck App.
